Star Wine List of the Year is the celebration of great wine lists and the teams behind them in
several countries around the world.

The prizes are awarded in ten categories, and the winners in each category receive a Gold Star
and also qualify for the international final which will take place in June 2024. The Belgian event,
the first time the competition has taken place in the country, was held during the Best
Sommelier of Belgium contest in Antwerp, organised by Guilde des Sommeliers de Belgique.
