This is a device which allows us to pour wine without removing
the cork, that uses Argon gas to keep bottles fresh. As a result, we are fortunate to be able to pour glasses of wine from the same bottle, over a long period of time, while
remaining in good condition. We can therefore open more bottles from the cellar than just the selection below.
